Cyberbullies...
They’re on the loose in Madison...
They inflict pain...sometimes leading to death...

We hope by now you have seen the PBS program, "It's a Girl's Life,” which we have shared
here at Divine Savior (A copy is available in our church library) or read the May 21, 2010 issue
of "Isthmus" with its lead article, "Beware of Cyberbullies."

Bullying among children and youth has been around for a long time, but now the usual extor-
tion, harassment, personal attacks, rumor spreading and name-calling have become intensified
through the use of the cell phone, texting, Facebook, MySpace, and other forms of advanced
electronic communication. Often begun in jest, the immediacy and relative secrecy can quickly
lead to emotionally painful levels (You may be aware of the 13 year old who hung herself in
2006 in Missouri and/or the 15 year old who took her own life in January in Massachusetts, for
example.). If that seems extreme, it's worth being reminded "It's just as bad here in Wisconsin
as it is everywhere else.” (Justin Patchin, UW-Eau Claire, quoted)

Some ask, "Who cares? | haven't any children or grandchildren in my home!" We answer, "We
all care. Called by Jesus to love others as he has loved us we have responded with our Bap-
tism and Confirmation, 'We will." But how to enter this difficult issue? Having started with the
DVD, "It's A Girl's Life," we could go to sites such as WiredSafety.org and Cyberbullying.us for
ideas and guidance. And if we are an adult who is trusted by a child and/or a teen, we

might initiate a conversation about what they have heard, what they have seen, and what they
have experienced. Parents and grandparents might create a "Cell Phone Usage Agreement"
with their youngsters like the one shared with us recently by a member of our congregation.
Finally, let's keep the listening and talking going so others around us will "know we are Chris-
tians by our love."

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Book Review

Because He First Loved Us
By Laura Pfeffer

Recently | gave a sermon at Monona United Methodist church

on environmental holiness based upon 1 John 1:4-2:2. At that

time, | had not yet read this year’s School of Christian Mission

study book on the Epistles of John. When | did find the time to

read it, | was happy to find that the authors and | had followed

the same logic and come to the same conclusions about the

text. Although | particularly emphasized environmental justice,

the letters of John clearly state that love results in action, espe-

cially acts of justice. To the writer of the letters of John, God'’s

gift of grace and radical love made flesh has only one proper

response — radical actions taken to spread that love to all. Living within the blessed
community of followers of Christ is a way of being called to love as God has loved,
without boundaries, without judgment and without end.

In For the Love of God: The Epistles of John, Justo and Catherine Gunsalus Gonzélez
examine the three letters of John to find that in examining the acts of love of God to-
wards us, we are also drawn into acts of radical love for others. The authors find that
these letters make the claim that we cannot have fellowship with God if we do not also
have fellowship with each other. This is not the socializing with those whom we like
and who are like us we often find in churches, but rather the communal fellowship of
love of God which is shown in acts of love and justice for others. This book is not only
a scholarly look at these often overlooked letters, but a challenging reminder of the
way in which love can be the most radical action ever performed when it is directed by
a God who is love.
